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Creating School to College Articulation




Dear Educator,
In response to Senator Scott’s September 2005 Vocational Education legislation, SB 70, chaptered into the Education Code section 88532, the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges has designed and is implementing a project titled Statewide Career Pathways: Creating School to College Articulation. The project, like the bill, focuses on improving the linkages and career-technical education pathways between high schools, ROCPs (Regional Occupational Centers and Programs), and California community colleges. 
Statewide Career Pathways is a new, faculty-driven project under the leadership of the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges and a Steering Committee that includes secondary and community college teachers, administrators, articulation officers, tech prep representatives from across the state, as well as representatives from California Department of Education (CDE). 
The primary goal is to increase the number, efficiency and transportability of articulation agreements between schools, ROCPs, and community colleges, for the benefit of students and Career Technical Education. As you know, when successful school to college articulation is in place, everyone benefits. 
For the past academic year this project has been in full swing with more than 15 discipline groups having met to create over 35 articulation templates, which will be used as guides for forging articulation agreements between high schools, ROCPs and community colleges statewide. As you can see in the enclosed listing, an additional 28 discipline groups are planned to convene in 2007-08. Several marketing tools have been developed, including a web site and targeted brochures for high school and community college faculty. 

With a wealth of progress yet to come, we invite you to view our marketing materials as well as our web site at www.statewidepathways.org and bookmark it for project updates. As well, we hope that you will consider assisting us by volunteering to help with Regional Articulation Meetings, as well as by nominating faculty to serve on our upcoming Discipline Work Groups. A Nomination/Application to Serve Form is included in your packet, as is a form for multiple referrals. We look forward to your support of this project and to our continued work to improve articulation options for students statewide.
